All that came to be
had life in him and that life was the
light of men, a light that shines in the
dark, a light that darkness could not
overpower. A man came, sent by God.
His name was John. He came as a wit-
ness, as a witness to speak for the
light, so that everyone might believe
through him. He was not the light, only
a witness to speak for the light. The
Word was the true light that enlight-
ens all men; and he was coming into
the world. He was in the world that
had its being through him, and the
world did not know him. He came to
his own domain and his own people
did not accept him.
